2. Persons on federal disqualification cannot transport horses to
this show and can only participate as a spectator.

3. The Scott County Regional Horse Association or any of its
volunteers will NOT be responsible nor liable for injury to any
person or animal, or damage to or loss of any personal
property on the show grounds. All horses are to be exhibited

Entry fees will only be reimbursed if the entry is removed
at least 3 classes before the class is to enter the ring.

5. Disrespect toward any show official WILL NOT be tolerated.
Offenders will be escorted from the show grounds. The horse
show management reserves the right to decline any entry.

6. No one will be allowed in the show ring except for grooms or
riders, and the judge and his/her assistants. Exhibitors
entering the ring are under the control of the judge and subject
to the judgeds instructions.
SCRHA officials are final. Any protests must be submitted in
writing with a $50.00 cash deposit.

7. Unless stated otherwise, all juvenile classes include riders 17
years of age and under. Age of juvenile on Jan. 1 of that year
carries until the end of the season.

8. No horses are allowed between the concessions and
registration areas.
